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Healthcare Integrity and Protection Data Bank (HIPDB)

The purpose of the HIPDB is to deter fraud and abuse
In the health care system and to promote quality health
care by collecting and disseminating final adverse
actions taken against health care practitioners,
providers, and suppliers.
